1. Student is required to have a DOT physical (Department of Transportation Medical Card) and clean drug screen
completed prior to class. Cost of the physical and drug screen is not included. Please note that per federal guidelines,
drug screen results must be within 30 days of the start of class.

2. Student must also have a copy of a driving record obtained through the Texas DPS office with 3 years of driving history.
