• Fill out registration form and pay full tuition ($80) at time of registration. 
• Fill out an information packet which includes personal data and submit to a pre-test, 

which consists of various questions relating to the course. 
• Attend all classes and arrive on time. 
Vernon College has set a minimum number of six (6) students to make this class and will only take the first sixteen (16) students to enroll. 

DWI Intervention students/clients must do the following: 
• Go to the Continuing Education office in Wichita Falls at (940) 696-8752, ext. 3213, or 

Vernon (940) 552- 6291, ext. 2210, to register for a class (student must register in 
person). 

• Fill out required paperwork and registration form. 
• Pay full tuition ($200) at time of registration with no exceptions. 
• Interviews will take place the first night of class. 
• Attend scheduled classes and arrive on time. 
Vernon College has a set minimum number of ten (10) students to make this class and will only take a maximum number of fifteen (15) 
students. 
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
